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For nearly 100 years - people from all around the globe
have been fascinated with the Titanic disaster. It's one of
the most talked about disasters in the world history.
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On the nlght of 14 April 1912 during her maiden voyage, Titanic. hit an |ceberg and sank two hours ar¥®
forty minutes later, early on 15 April 1912. The sinking resulted in the deaths of 1,517 people, making
it one of the most deadly peacetime maritime disasters in history. The high casualty rate was due in part to
— the fact that, although complying with the regulations of the time, ‘the ship did not carry enough lifeboats
for everyone aboard. One man was recorded as saying "Not even God can sink this ship" and so it was
dubbed "the unsinkable ship". Many people think they are on a ship that cannot sink. People care about so
many things, but (like the passengers on Titanic) not the possibility of death. The Bible says that your
"life” can sink. Every body could die at any time and we will all meet with God. Most people think they
are good people and that God will allow them into heaven because they are kind, honest people.
Remember God will not Judge us by our standards, but His. Answer the following questions(God's
standard) to see if you are good enough to enter heaven and escape the flames of hell. (The following are
part of the 10 commandments found in Exodus 20-Bible) Have you ever told a lie? Have you ever lusted
after a women (the Bible says that to Just in your heart is the same as commlttmg adultery). Have you ever
used God's name as a swear word. Have you ever disobeyed your parents? If your answer is yes then you
are a lawbreaker in God's eyes ‘and by His standards you are not a good person (That is only four of God's
~laws). Jesus Christ is an enormous lifeboat. When Jesus died on Calvary he paid the fine you could not
pay. No amount of experiences, good works, religion, baptism or prayer could ever take away the
punishment for-breaking even-one of God's Holy laws. We are helpless. Jesus (God the Son) became our
sin and was punished for | every sin we ever did (in heart or deed). The correct response by us should be to
repent (be humbled over) our sinful deeds and heart and come to God through Jesus, asking Him to forgive
us and make us His children. He never turned a humbled sinner away who asked for mercy. We must
come humbled. Until we come with nothing but our sin (not trusting in own works or goodness) God
cannot save us. Coming to God as a sinner for forgiveness through Jesus Christ is the starting point where
you become a child of God: (Before you are a child of the devil). To grow Spiritually one should Pray,
Praise and Read your Bible (starting in New Testament) and obey what you read.
